This will be my last newsletter as president of HPF, so I thought I would
write about some of the happenings since May 1, 2008 when I took office.

The Strategic Plan was completed during David Primeaux’s
term as president and David was willing to facilitate a pres-
entation for the board at our June meeting. As always, David
did a great presentation and we thank him for all of his hard
work.

During the summer, Dr. Chris Stevenson, archaeologist with
the Department of Historic Resources, led a group of students and volun~
teers on an archaeological dig at the site of the Golden Ball Tavern at the
corner of Old & Market Streets. Many artifacts were discovered and plans
are underway for their team to return this summer to continue the dig. All
of this work was coordinated by our history committee chairman, Bob Ken-~
nedy. Bob has done a wonderful job in activating the history committee
again and has led bus tours, historic area walks and many other activities.
The committee meets on a monthly schedule and has brought more inter-
ested members into its fold.

We also revised our By-Laws this year with the assistance of our consult-
ant, Carol Holmquist. Carol worked very closely with the assigned com-
mittee and accomplished this task in a very short period of time. Her time
was funded as part of a grant from The Cameron Foundation.

Ken Roy volunteered to take on the task of updating our website. Ken and
his committee worked very closely with Hall & Partners to accomplish this
project. We now have a great new website. If you have not seen it, go to
www.historicpetersburg.org A big thank you to Ken and his committee.

The real estate committee under the leadership of Patrick Varga has been
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meeting monthly and has made several accomplishments. The committee enforces the commitment of
people who buy our properties and commit to restore them in the correct manner in a specific period of
time. The committee also donated two lots on Franklin Street to The Petersburg Foundation to assist them
in their efforts to beautify the East Washington Street corridor from the 1-95 exit west. The Petersburg
Foundation donated to HPF the fencing for our property at 318-320 East Washington Street. The com-
mittee continues to try to get ownership of neglected historic structures and re-sell them for restoration.

The Christmas Homes Tour co-chaired by Boolie Syme and Kitty Gwaltney had a very successful event
moving the tour to the historic homes on Westover Avenue. This was a different venue from Old Towne
and raised approximately $8,000 for HPF. A big thank you to all who assisted with this fine event.

HPF has just completed the Sixth Annual Ball in the ’Burg and in spite of the recession our country is ex-~
periencing, this event was SOLD OUT! The final figures are not in, but it appears our profit will exceed
$30,000 making it one of the most profitable events so far. Once again a special thank you goes out to
the many folks, both members and non~-members, who put in many hours of hard work to make this
event happen. Our decorating committee was once again co-chaired by Ann Morriss and Patty Pritchett.
They were assisted by Patrick Hagerich, Walter “B” Brown, Steve Wilson and many other volunteers.
Toni Clark, Beverly Rivers, Boolie Syme, Ben Greenbaum and Ella Dickinson led the charge for the auc-
tion committee. Ella also headed up the catering committee and worked with Catered Affairs by Shelby to
create a fabulous dinner for the attendees. On both the Saturday of and the Sunday after the Ball, many
people were there to help set~-up and then come back and take down everything. A great group of mem-
bers and non-members volunteered to help. Thanks to all!

My biggest disappointment this year was our failure to workout a partnership with the City of Petersburg
to share the Farmer’s Market for both our new headquarters and the City’s new Visitors Center. The real
estate committee worked for several months to put the partnership together and the city administrative
staff had agreed with the terms to take to City Council. The real estate committee unanimously approved
the concept but when taken to the full HPF Board of Trustees, the board voted to make changes which
were unacceptable to City Council. Therefore, we lost that opportunity. In my opinion, it was the best
option we had on the table and now it will be left to the new administration to handle.

Last, but certainly not least, I want to thank Pam Covil for all of the work she does for HPF. She is thor-
ough, efficient, knowledgeable and personable. I cannot say enough good things about my experience
working with her this past year. She is the thread that holds this organization together.

I am sure I have left some things out as well as the names of some who have worked for HPF during this
past year. For this I apologize.
